The well drained, 'alluvial' soils lead to a unique 

expression of what is considered to be Australia's 

greatest white wine style.

Our Hunter harvest started in earnest with our 

Chardonnay. Despite the hot conditions, post 

Christmas, we picked the first grapes on the 28th 

January, four days later then last year.

This year we picked 4 different parcels of Semillon. 

From these we made the Single Vineyard, Grand 

Reserve and specially blended Limited Release 

Semillon. 2009 is a fantastic year for Hunter Semillon, 

the conditions being perfect for great fruit intensity 

whilst maintaining elegance and length of flavour - 

real keepers!
